Course requirements: 
 
 A. Pre-session requirements 
  1. The student will read chapters 1 – 4 of the text, Reimagining  
       evangelism. 
  2. The student will make a list of her joys and fears of evangelizing other  
       women, and another list of her joys and fears of discipling women. 
 
 B. Post-session requirements 
  1. The student will read chapters 5 – 8 and the appendices 1 – 4 of the  
       text, Reimagining evangelism. 
  2. The student will write a “verbatim” report of an evangelistic  
      conversation and an outline of her discipleship resources and plan.
